EI N. T. habla de Dios como «Padre» o «Seior», pe-
ro nunca como «Jehova». Una vez mas desconocen
la gran revelacion de Jesucristo que fue la de anun-
ciarnos a Dios como Padre. 7. ¢Qué es lo mejor pa-
ra nosotros? Lo mejor es hablar de Dios como Jesls
hablaba de El. Meditando los distintos nombres de
Dios que aparecen en la Biblia, nos damos cuenta
de que hay una lenta evolucidn acerca del misterio
de Dios, y cada nombre revela algo de este gran
misterio divino: 1) Dios se manifesté a Moisés co-
mo el tnico Dios que existe, significando esto que
los otros dioses no existen.

Yahweh or Jehovah?
Third of three parts

The New Testament speaks of God as "Father" or
"Lord," but never as "Jehovah." Once again they
are unaware of the great revelation of Jesus
Christ, which was to proclaim God to us as Father.
7. What's best for us? It is best to speak of God as
Jesus spoke of Him. Meditating on the various
names of God that appear in the Bible, we realize
that there is a slow evolution about the mystery of
God, and each name reveals something of this
great divine mystery: 1) God manifested Himself
to Moses as the one who was the only God that
exists. This means that the other gods do not exist.
This is what the word "Yahweh" means. 2) Then
that one God manifested Himself to the prophets
as the God of Justice. 3) Finally in Jesus Christ, God
manifested Himself as a Father who loves all His
children. God is love and we have this great voca-
tion to live in love. The Lord's Prayer is the best
experience of universal brotherhood. What is to
be done when Jehovah's Witnesses, Mormons,
and followers of other sects come to one's house
to strike up a conversation? First of all, you have
to clarify what the real intention of their visit is.
They usually say they want to talk about the Bible
and talk about God and religion. But the real in-
tention is not this, but that to wrest the faith from
Catholics. That and nothing else is what they want.
To take away the faithful from their Catholic faith.
Talking about the Bible or God is only the pretext
to reach this end, which is to take away the faith
of Catholics. And the facts prove this assertion, for
we know of some good Catholics who, out of cour-
tesy, either by good manners, or for other reasons,
agreed to talk to them about the Bible or about
God, and became Jehovah's Witnhesses, Mormons,
or other sects, and then abhorred their old Catho-
lic faith. That is to say, it must be clear that this
visit of Jehovah's Witnesses, Mormons or other
sects have no other intention or purpose than to
rob them of their Catholic faith. Knowing this reali-
ty, the answer is obvious: Do you want to preserve
and defend your Catholic faith? Do not receive
them. Do you want to jeopardize your Catholic
faith? Think better about what you need to do.
Quiz: Is it correct to call God Jehovah today? Why

not? What happened historically? Why did the Is-
raelites use the word Adonai? What happened
when the Hebraists of the Middle Ages began to
put vowels on consonants? What does the word
Yahweh mean? Is it correct to use the word Yah-
weh today? Is it correct to use the word Jehovah?
How did Jesus refer to His Father? How should
Christians today name God? What evolution of
God's name is there between the Old and New
Testament? The Holy Bible is the book that cannot
be missing in your home. (To give an account of
our hope, know how to defend your faith. Fr. Pau-
lo Dierckx and Fr.
